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Abstract should be based on original research and should not have been
presented/ published at any national or international conferences.

The abstract is an original work of the authors listed

The content is free from commercial influence or bias.

Participating author whose abstract are accepted for oral or/and poster
presentation must register and pay for the conference by the registration
deadline. If registration is not settled, the abstract will be withdrawn from the
scientific programme.

Abstracts must be prepared in English or Spanish

All types of studies such as clinical observation, cross sectional surveys, case
control and case reports are accepted.

Abstract should be based on occupational safety, health or wellbeing of
workers/workplace.

The Scientific Committee will review and reserve the right to decide on the
acceptance of abstracts for oral or/and poster presentations.

Abstracts must be submitted by - date- 15 August 2025. Late submissions or
incomplete abstract will not be entertained.

The structured abstract should not exceed 250 words limit and include the
following sections: Introduction, Methodology, Results, Discussion and
Conclusion.

The document could be sent in pdf or in word format.

Each author could submit 3 abstracts at maximum.

Author(s)’ name must be written in full.
Abstract title must be in the Title Case, e.g., “Occupational Skin Disorders
Among Nurses”. Title should be brief and clearly indicate the content of the
abstract.
Graphs, tables or illustrations are not allowed in the abstract.
Abbreviations must be defined by placing it in parentheses after the full word,
the first time it appears
